The Role of a Team Representative

1. Attend monthly Booster Club meetings.

2. Talk to team parents about the benefits of joining the booster club and supporting all Mauldin athletes.

3. Remain in close contact with coach and be willing to circulate important information to parents via email.

4. Establish an email distribution list as soon as the team is announced.  The coaches should hand you parent contact information.  It is imperative to be able to reach all parents.

5. Distribute team roster and playing schedule with coach’s permission as soon as it is available.

6. Set team parent meetings with coach and solicit volunteers for team jobs at first meeting.  Examples of team jobs are team mom, concession liaison, and website reporter.

7. Forward Booster Club messages that come from the Booster Club Secretary to all roster parents.

8. Communicate with team parents in order to achieve close to 100% athlete participation in the August Blitz and letter writing campaign.

9. Fill out and turn in the Silver Membership reimbursement form for parents who will have become Silver Membership Members.

10. Communicate with parents to solicit volunteers to help out with concession sales, MAV wear Sales, and other Booster Club activities.

11. Coordinate team fundraising activities in compliance with MAVS Booster Club guidelines.
